Clarifications related to the questions from the info-session held on 6 March 2015  

1. Activities from the project proposals should focus on building capacities of the NGOs or on to final beneficiaries.
Activities from the project proposals are oriented to capacity building of NGOs, which can also be a support to development of certain standard or specific NGOs services that towards final beneficiaries. Grants are not aiming to organizational capacity building of NGOs, but to development of new, or for sustainability of existing customer services.
2. Is the local self-government or other institution exclusive donors for co-funding on the project? 
No, they are not exclusive donors for co-funding on the project. Co-funding from the side of any other donor will be equally treating.
3. There is no budget line for program expenses in the Budget template

For the purpose of costs that are not foreseen within the Budget template, even for programme expenses, there is a budget line no. 6.
4. Please explain the sentence: “Mid-term and final financial reports must include an audited or certified financial statement and align expenses with the activities and milestones.”
According to the Note for the File: Changes in the text of Call for Proposals, this sentence will be excluded from the document of “Call for Project Proposals”.

5.    What type of documentation will be acceptable as a proof of previously participation of NGO in the project with international donors or other organisations?

Any document that unambiguously confirming the participation of the NGO.

6.     Is it acceptable that the Partnership Agreement with the local self-government or other insitution be submitted in Serbian?

It is acceptable.

7.     What is the deadline for submitting the final financial report and final narrative report?

Within 30 (thirty) calendar days of date specified in the Grant Agreement the Recipient shall submit final financial report and final narrative report.
